Principal Duties and Responsibilities (Essential Functions):

· Reports accidents immediately to Highway Patrol and school officials; 

· Reports prolonged traffic delays or any unusual happenings; 

· Prepares reports of bus mileage, gas, oil consumption and number of passengers transported and keeps bus clean and orderly; 

· Arranges for necessary repairs and maintenance work; 

· Prepares reports of activities;
